        MITS-NSS unit is glad to submit a report on Swachh Bharat launched on 2nd October, 2014, 
in connection with the birth anniversary celebrations of the Father of our Nation, Mahathma 
Gandhi.

1,25,000 habitats are yet to get this facility. This indicates the policy paralysis and laxity of the 
then rulers.  In order to progress socially, systematically and individually, cleanliness is 
essential, even to lead a dignified civilian life.  It is proved by WHO analysis that lack of hygiene 
has poisoned the environment and has deteriorated the human resources.  They also stand as 
obstacles in the economic development of our country. 
 
        After launching Swachh Barat Programme, the Principal, Deans, HoDs, Staff Members and 
NSS Volunteers planted saplings in the college premises.  All the participants of MITS along with 
the Chief Guest and the Staff of Revenue Dept. from Kurabalakota went in a procession through 
the streets of Angallu village, to aware the people about the Clean and Healthy India. 
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
