Department of CSE organized the APSSDC workshop on “Google Android Developer Fundamentals” from 

28th to 30th December 2017. As many as 160 students from CSE and ECE participated in the workshop. The 

workshop was conducted with the aim to give students a conceptual and practical introduction to developing 

software applications on the Google Android mobile platform. 

 

This workshop provided an introduction to Java language and Android programming wherein students will be 

able to be equipped with skills for analysing, designing, developing and troubleshooting java applications. 

Following the knowledge of Java programming, trainers trained students to build small android applications 

and widgets and also worked on larger applications involving different UI design techniques. The program was 

75% hands-on and 25% lectures. 

 

This workshop benefited the students in basic understanding of how Android applications work, their life cycle, 

internal structure, environment, design and development of a simple Android application project.
