REPORT by Dr. D Pradeep Kumar (Chair-ICIMS 2014 and HOD-DMS) 

The International Conference on Innovative Management Strategies was a leap forward in pursuit of 
academic and research excellence of the Department of Management Studies, MITS, Madanapalle to 
create a forum of deliberation and discussion on the theme ingrained on the conference title which is 
the need of the hour.  

Pre Conference Activities 

The idea of organizing an international conference by the department was originated in the month of 
October 2013. After obtaining green signal from the Principal, and Secretary and Correspondence, the 
Head of the Department was pleased to conduct a department faculty meeting to debate on the title, 
various themes, venue location, attracting foreign delegates, and how to go about organizing the 
conference in an effective way. It was also followed by a few other meetings to explore the publishing 
collaboration with the international publishers, hotels in Bangalore, collaboration with easy chair, web 
site development for ICIMS and attracting research papers through references. It was proposed that 
Dr. D Pradeep Kumar would chair the conference and Dr C Sahoo and Dr Adinarayana would co-chair 
the conference. Dr Udo Brandle from American University, Dubai and Dr Sam Choon Yin, Chairs- 
Research, PSB Academy, Singapore were invited to the conference. 

Dr Sam was extended a warm welcome by the Mr. K Srinivas, Asst. Prof., Department of Management 
Studies at the International Airport, Bangalore on 5th March 10, 2014 night. On 6th March, 2014, Dr. D 
Pradeep Kumar, Sreekanth and S Ismail left for Bangalore to check the necessary arrangement at the 
Conference Venue. Rest of the department faculties and 30 MBA students reached the conference 
venue at 9’ o Clock morning on 7th March.

Paper presentations were scheduled in 8 technical sessions before 4 days of the conference begins and 
posted in the conference website sending the link to the paper presenters. 

During the Conference 

Date: 7 March, 2014 

Registration for presentation started at 9 a.m at the reception desk. The ICIMS 2014 was inaugurated at 
10:30 am. Dr. D Pradeep Kumar delivered a welcome address to the delegates and conveyed the 
importance of organizing an international conference on innovative management strategies. The 
conference chief guest Dr. Sam Choon Yin, Chair-Research, PSB Academy, Singapore, brought forth 
certain points highlighting the innovative managerial practices in MNCs operating in Singapore. Dr. N Thi 
Mong Chou, Head, Brussel School of Management focused on innovation citing reference from her own 
experience in managing her institute. Dr Udo Brandle could not make it to the Conference with some 
Visa problems but his Message well displayed at the Conference. Vote of thanks was proposed by Dr C 
sahoo at the end who also anchored the inaugural session. 

Technical sessions were required to reschedule based on the paper presenters reported. Day 1 
witnessed 2 technical sessions chaired by Dr. Shamim Ahamad, Professor, Aligarh Muslim University and 
Dr. Sam Choon Yin, PSB Academy, Singapore respectively. The sessions were quite interesting and 
insightful in nature as the authors touched the core areas of business management from an innovative 
perspective. 

The day came to an end with the panel discussion led by a galaxy of well experienced experts. The Panel 
Discussion session was chaired by Prof. L Venu Gopal Reddy, Chairman-APSHE. The panel members Prof.
