In this context, a presentation competition on “Budget 2026: Decoding the ‘Kartavya’ Roadmap” was organized for MBA
students on 11-02-2026 at 10:00 AM at Seminar Hall B. The program was organized by the School of Management with the
objective of equipping MBA students with a professional understanding of India’s evolving fiscal landscape.




The program commenced with a distinguished inaugural function where Dr. D. Pradeep Kumar, Registrar (I/c) of the
University, enlightened the students about the significance of the Budget. He emphasized that for management professionals,
the Union Budget is not merely a financial statement but a strategic roadmap that determines sectoral growth, influences
market volatility, and shapes the future of the Indian economy.
