Alluri Seetharamaraju Jayanthi on 4™ July 2022

Alluri Sitarama Raju (4 July 1897 or 1898 — 7 May 1924) was an Indian revolutionary
who waged an armed campaign against British colonial rule in India. Born in present-day
Andhra Pradesh, he became involved in opposing the British in response to the 1882 Madras
Forest Act, which effectively restricted the free movement of Adivasis (tribal communities) in
their forest habitats and prevented them from practicing a traditional form of agriculture known
as podu. Rising discontent towards the British led to the Rampa Rebellion of 1922, in which he
played a major part as a leader. Mustering a force combined of Adivasis, farmers and
sympathizers to their cause, he engaged in guerilla campaigns against the British colonial
authorities in the border regions of the Madras Presidency part of the districts of East Godavari
and Visakhapatnam (now part of Alluri Sitharama Raju district). He was nicknamed "Manyam
Veerudu" (transl. Hero of the Jungle) by local villagers for his heroic exploits.

Harnessing widespread discontent towards British colonial rule in the backdrop of the
non-cooperation movement, he led his forces against the British, aiming to expel them from the
Eastern Ghats region through his guerilla campaigns. During this period, he led numerous raids
on local police stations to acquire firearms for his under-equipped forces. After each raid, he
would leave behind a letter written by him, informing the police about the details of his raids,
including about the weaponry he parted away with, daring them to stop him if they can. Police
stations in and around the areas of Annavaram, Addateegala, Chintapalle, Dammanapalli,
Krishna Devi Peta, Rampachodavaram, Rajavommangi, and Narsipatnam were all targeted by
his forces in raids which also saw significant police casualties. In response to these raids, and in
order to quell the rebellion, the British colonial authorities undertook a nearly two-year long
manhunt for him, resulting in expenditures reaching over *40 Lakh rupees then. Eventually, in
1924, he was trapped by the British at the village of Koyyuru in the Chintapalle forests. There,
he was captured, tied to a tree and summarily executed by a firing squad. His resting place
currently lies in the village of Krishnadevipeta.

After putting up a massive effort for nearly two years, the British managed to capture
Alluri in the forests of Chintapalle, he was then tied to a tree and executed by shooting on 7 May
1924 in the village of Koyyuru. A tomb of him currently lies in the village of Krishnadevipeta,
near Visakhapatnam.[30] His lieutenant, Ghantam Dora was killed on 6 June 1924, his brother



Mallam Dora was caught and imprisoned, who after independence became a member of the
Indian Lok Sabha.

Historian David Arnold in his book The Rebellious Hillmen: The Gudem-Rampa rising
1839-1924, noted that because of his name, the tribals used to evoke the image of the Hindu
deity "Rama" in Alluri, a honorary which despite being a religious man he never asked for.

The Independent Indian Government released a postal stamp in his honour at the village
of Mogallu, considered by many to be his birthplace. The Government of Andhra Pradesh,
besides building memorials at places associated with his life, granted a political pension to his
surviving brother. Mahatma Gandhi paid his tribute to Alluri's life, saying, "Though | do not
approve of his armed rebellion, I pay my homage to his bravery and sacrifice." Jawaharlal Nehru
commented that, "Raju was one of those few heroes that could be counted on fingers." Netaji
Subhas Chandra Bose noted that Alluri was fierce in his determination, and his unparalleled
courage and sacrifice for people will ensure him a place in history.

In 2022, the Government of Andhra Pradesh carved out a new district named after Alluri
from the erstwhile Visakhapatnam district, with Paderu as its headquarters.

In view of the Alluri Seetharamaraju Jayanthi on 4™ July 2022, the NSS cell was
organized in the Seminar Hall-B. On this auspicious occasion Dr. Thulasiram Naidu, Assoc.
Dean R&D, MITS, Dr. Lakshaman Rao, Prof.& Head, Dept. of ME, MITS and Mr. P. Rajesh,
NSS Programme Officer were attended and given inspirational speeches on Dr. Alluri
Seetharamaraju. And also student volunteers given motivational speeches.

Death Anniversary of Dr. APJ Kalam on 27" July 2022

Avul Pakir Jainulabdeen Abdul Kalam; 15 October 1931 — 27 July 2015) was an Indian
aerospace scientist who served as the 11th President of India from 2002 to 2007. He was born
and raised in Rameswaram, Tamil Nadu and studied physics and aerospace engineering. He
spent the next four decades as a scientist and science administrator, mainly at the Defence
Research and Development Organisation (DRDO) and Indian Space Research Organisation
(ISRO) and was intimately involved in India's civilian space programme and military missile
development efforts. He thus came to be known as the Missile Man of India for his work on the
development of ballistic missile and launch vehicle technology. He also played a pivotal
organisational, technical, and political role in India's Pokhran-1l nuclear tests in 1998, the first

since the original nuclear test by India in 1974.

Kalam was elected as the 11th President of India in 2002 with the support of both the
ruling Bharatiya Janata Party and the then-opposition Indian National Congress. Widely referred
to as the "People's President”, he returned to his civilian life of education, writing and public
service after a single term. He was a recipient of several prestigious awards, including the Bharat

Ratna, India's highest civilian honour.

While delivering a lecture at the Indian Institute of Management Shillong, Kalam
collapsed and died from an apparent cardiac arrest on 27 July 2015, aged 83. Thousands,
including national-level dignitaries, attended the funeral ceremony held in his hometown of

Rameswaram, where he was buried with full state honours.

Suicide Prevention Awareness Programme

On 02" September 2022
Objective: To motivate students about prevention of suicide thoughts

Suicide awareness is a proactive effort to raise awareness around suicidal behaviours. It is
focused on reducing social stigmas and ambiguity, by bringing attention to suicide statistically
and sociologically, and encouraging positive dialogue and engagement as a means to prevent
suicide. Suicide awareness is linked to suicide prevention as both address suicide education
and the dissemination of information to ultimately decrease the rate of suicide. Awareness is a
first stage that can ease the need for prevention. Awareness signifies a fundamental
consciousness of the threat, while prevention focuses on stopping the act. Suicide awareness is
not a medical engagement, but a combination of medical, social, emotional and financial
counselling. Suicide awareness in adolescents focuses on the age group between 10-24 years,
beginning with the onset of puberty.

Historically, suicide has not always been considered a societal taboo. It is critical to understand
the historical context in order to raise awareness of suicide's impact on our current culture.

Suicide was embraced as a philosophical escape by the followers of the Greek
philosopher Epicurus when life's happiness seemed lost. It has been glorified in self-
immolation as an act of martyrdom as in the case of Thich Quang Duc who burned himself to
death in protest of South Vietnam’s religious policy. Assisted suicide as a release from
suffering can be traced back to ancient Roman society. In Jewish culture, there is a reverence
for the mass suicide at Masada in the face of attack by the Roman Empire, showing how suicide
has sometimes had a contradictory relationship with established religion. This indicates a
tension between the presentation of suicide in this historical context, and its associations in our
current society with personal anguish. Today, suicide is generally perceived as an act of despair
or hopelessness, or a criminal act of terrorism (suicide attack). This negative backdrop was
seen in Colonial America, where suicides were considered criminal and brought to trial, even
if mental illness had been present. Suicide was identified in Roman Catholicism as a sinful act,
with religious burial prohibited until 1983, when the Catholic Church altered the canon law to
allow funerals and burials within the church of those who died by suicide. Today, many current
societies and religious traditions condemn suicide, especially in Western culture. Public
consideration of suicide in our culture is further complicated by society's struggle to rationalize
such cult events as the Jonestown mass suicide. In light of these mixed historical messages, it
can be confusing for youth, presented with an academic and historical profile for suicide. The
ambiguity of accepted suicide and suicidal behaviour definitions impedes progress with its
utilization of variable terminology.

113
faculty, Mahila Police and student volunteers were participated.

Suicide Prevention Awareness Programme

On 07" September 2022
Objective: To motivate students about prevention of suicide thoughts

Suicide awareness is a proactive effort to raise awareness around suicidal behaviours. It is
focused on reducing social stigmas and ambiguity, by bringing attention to suicide statistically
and sociologically, and encouraging positive dialogue and engagement to prevent suicide.
Suicide awareness is linked to suicide prevention as both address suicide education and the
dissemination of information to ultimately decrease the rate of suicide. Awareness is a first
stage that can ease the need for prevention. Awareness signifies a fundamental consciousness
of the threat, while prevention focuses on stopping the act. Suicide awareness is not a medical
engagement, but a combination of medical, social, emotional and financial counselling. Suicide
awareness in adolescents focuses on the age group between 10-24 years, beginning with the
onset of puberty.

Historically, suicide has not always been considered a societal taboo. It is critical to understand
the historical context to raise awareness of suicide's impact on our current culture.

Suicide was embraced as a philosophical escape by the followers of the Greek
philosopher Epicurus when life's happiness seemed lost. It has been glorified in self-
immolation as an act of martyrdom as in the case of Thich Quang Duc who burned himself to
death in protest of South Vietnam’s religious policy. Assisted suicide as a release from
suffering can be traced back to ancient Roman society. In Jewish culture, there is a reverence
for the mass suicide at Masada in the face of attack by the Roman Empire, showing how suicide
has sometimes had a contradictory relationship with established religion. This indicates a
tension between the presentation of suicide in this historical context, and its associations in our
current society with personal anguish. Today, suicide is perceived as an act of despair or
hopelessness, or a criminal act of terrorism (suicide attack). This negative backdrop was seen
in Colonial America, where suicides were considered criminal and brought to trial, even if
mental illness had been present. Suicide was identified in Roman Catholicism as a sinful act,
with religious burial prohibited until 1983, when the Catholic Church altered the canon law to
allow funerals and burials within the church of those who died by suicide. Today, many current
societies and religious traditions condemn suicide, especially in Western culture. Public
consideration of suicide in our culture is further complicated by society's struggle to rationalize
such cult events as the Jonestown mass suicide. Considering these mixed historical messages,
it can be confusing for youth, presented with an academic and historical profile for suicide. The
ambiguity of accepted suicide and suicidal behaviour definitions impedes progress with its
utilization of variable terminology.

Programme on 07-09-2022. 95 faculty, Mahila Police and student volunteers were participated

Free Eye Check-up Camp
On 08 sep 2022

MITS to facilitate Health and Welfare of the Students and Staff. organized by NSS Cell-
MITS in association with Vignan eye and general hospital, Madanapalle. 115 faculty and
students were utilised eye check-up facility.

Raising awareness about the importance of regular vision screening is crucial in India
where poor vision affects nearly 550 million people and costs the economy US$37 billion every
year in lost productivity. The situation is adversely impacted by low awareness regarding the
seriousness of the issue and limited access to proper vision care, especially in rural areas.
Cultural stigmas, misconceptions and myths surrounding glasses also prevent people from
seeking the treatment they need.

Speaking about the initiative, Nikkhil K Masurkar, Executive Director of ENTOD
Pharmaceutical said “Irrespective of how much you care for your eyes, there are times when you
tend to miss certain symptoms which can lead to dry eye, red-eye, eye rashes or other eye
problems. Though the minor problems can cause very little damage to the eyes, some can lead to
vision loss, gradually. Keeping in mind the severity of the issue, we are conducting free eye
check-up and cataract camps across different locations on the occasion of World Sight Day.
ENTOD will be responsible for arranging the camps, providing necessary support to the doctors,
arrange awareness or talk sessions and provide eye medicine samples to be delivered to the
public for free. With the support of our 400 fellow workers on the ground for this latest
campaign, we will ensure that more people attend the campaign and inform them of the
importance of eye health and regular check-ups.”

There will be two types of camps to be organised for the event — OPD camp and cataract
camp. While the OPD camp will be held for general eye diseases like glaucoma, dry eyes, red
eyes, etc. the cataract camp will address the concerns of people who have eye issues like blurry
vision which results from the formation of cataracts. Both government and private hospital
ophthalmologists will be a part of the initiative.

“Visual impairment deters the ability to perform daily tasks independently and the majority of
the causes of visual impairment are treatable Sadly, awareness in the general public regarding
early detection and prevention of eye diseases is very low. A significant number of people with
blindness or visual impairment are above the age of fifty years, the most common causative
factors being cataract, glaucoma refractive errors and diabetic retinopathy. Regular consultation
with an ophthalmologist can identify the cause for visual impairment in time and timely



intervention can help the patient get the vision back or at least prevent further loss of vision.
With the help of the community outreach camps, we would like to spread awareness and
knowledge regarding the common eye diseases. Such awareness programs could lead to better
understanding and acceptance of the importance of routine eye examinations for the early
detection and treatment of common eye diseases, thereby reducing visual impairment in the
society” said Dr. Aarti Heda, Consultant Ophthalmologist (Pune) & Medical Consultant,
ENTOD Pharmaceuticals

NSS Foundation Day
On 24 sep 2022

Organized by NSS Cell-MITS. 150 Student Volunteers and faculty members participated.
After independence the University Grants Commission, headed by S. Radhakrishnan,
recommended the introduction of voluntary national service in academic institutions. This idea
was again considered by the Central Advisory Board of Education (CABE) at its meeting in
January, 1950; after examining the idea and the experiences of other countries in this field, the
board recommended that students and teachers should devote time to voluntary manual work. In
the draft, the first Five-Year Plan adopted by the government in 1952 and the need for social and
labour service by Indian students for one year was stressed. In 1958 Jawaharlal Nehru, in a letter
to the chief ministers, considered the idea of social service as a prerequisite for graduation. He
directed the Ministry of Education to formulate a suitable scheme for the introduction of national
service into academic institutions.

The symbol for the NSS has been based on the giant Rath Wheel of the world-
famous Konark Sun Temple (The Black Pagoda) situated in Odisha, India. The wheel portrays
the cycle of creation, preservation and release. It signifies the movement in life across time and
space, the symbol thus stands for continuity, change and implies the continuous striving of NSS
for social change. The eight bars in the wheel represent 24 hours of a day. The red colour
indicates that the volunteer is full of young blood that is lively, active, energetic and full of high
spirit. The navy blue colour indicates the cosmos of which the NSS is tiny part, ready to
contribute its share for the welfare of mankind.

The programme aims to instilling the idea of social welfare in students, and to provide
service to society without bias. NSS volunteers work to ensure that everyone who is needy gets
help to enhance their standard of living and lead a life of dignity. In doing so, volunteers learn
from people in villages how to lead a good life despite a scarcity of resources. it also provides
help in natural and man-made disasters by providing food, clothing and first aid to the disaster's
victims.

At National level Headquarters,the Directorate of NSS, New Delhi is the Nodal Authority
of the NSS Scheme and covers 28 States and 8 UTs across the country. The 15 Regional
Directorates are the nodal authority in the regions, which works with state-level NSS cells,
within states each university has University level NSS cell under which institutions (schools and
colleges) based NSS units operate. Most government and government-aided institutions have
volunteer NSS units. Institutions are encouraged to have NSS volunteers. A unit typically
comprises 2040 students (it can be more base on the capacity of institution). They are managed
internally by a responsible party from the school or college, who reports to the NSS coordinator.
Most institutions do not have a separate uniform for NSS volunteers as one of the great and
dedicated toward welfare of India Captain.

OBJECTIVE: Free Mega Camp by Mobile Speech and Hearing Out Reach Clinic

“Speech is one of the main ways in which people communicate their thoughts, feelings,
and ideas with others and if any person is suffering from speech disorders, they can visit or
contact us’ said Poonam Rallan, a Speech & Hearing specialist. Elaborating further Poonam
Rallan , who is B.S.L.P (PGI-Chandigarh) ,M.S.L.P (AIISH,Mysore) said ,”Poonam Speech and
Hearing Clinic is serving patients suffering from various speech and hearing disorders in Patiala
since 20 years. “The act of speaking requires the precise coordination of multiple body parts,
including the head, neck, chest, and abdomen. Types of speech disorder include stuttering,
apraxia, and dysarthria. There are many possible causes of speech disorders, including muscles
weakness, brain injuries, degenerative diseases, autism, and hearing loss. Speech disorders can
affect a person’s self-esteem and their overall quality of life”” added Poonam Rallan.

Play Partners is a small group setting for caregivers and their children to learn strategies
to foster communication, play, and social skills. You will have the ability to connect with other
caregivers during play with your child while also learning new approaches to support your
child’s communication and social emotional development.

WHO and its many partners regularly deploy mobile clinics and medical teams to reach people
cut off from access to health services. For many people, these mobile clinics and teams may be
their only source of health care. Mobile clinics offer flexible and viable options for treating
isolated and vulnerable groups as well as to newly displaced populations. When coordinating
crisis response, WHO arranges for mobile health care teams to go by foot, bike, moto, boat or
vehicle. The demand for mobile units keeps rising. WHO may buy mobile clinics or supply
them, or pay for partners to buy or supply them.

The ENMU SHROC provides diagnostic and rehabilitative services to clients with
hearing impairments, deafness, autism spectrum disorders, language and literacy disabilities,
learning disabilities, cognitive impairments, and developmental delays, as well as those who
have suffered a brain injury, stroke or other acquired progressive neurological disorders such as
Parkinson's. We also provide services to those who stutter, for those who have difficulty
pronouncing words, for clients who are having trouble with their voice, and for clients who have
been affected by cleft lip or palate. Services are provided on campus or via telepractice. We also
run aphasia, and social skills support groups. We house an augmentative and alternative
communication lab, a speech science lab, and can also provide an endoscopic and stroboscopic
assessment of voice, swallowing, and resonance.

The programme
started by the Mrs. VijayaLakshmi who informed the gathering about the significance of the
International Day of Girl Child. In her introductory address, she highlighted that
international girl child day that celebrated on 11th October every year at the auspices of the
ministry of women and child development. Moreover, she underlined the objectives of
celebrating the girl child day: endeavoring to eliminate inequalities faced by girls in India;
promoting awareness about girl child; generating importance of education, health and nutrition
among girls. She also highlighted the role played by ICC at MITS and its objectives. She
exhorted the girl students to approach the committee for any help whenever they are
uncomfortable. Then, she welcomed the dignitaries Dr. Sameena HoD, English, Dr. Kalpana
HoD CSE.

Dr. Sameena while speaking on the occasion advised the students to be benefitted by various
government schemes such as the Dhanalakhmi scheme introduced by the ministry of women
and child development to ensure that the basic needs of a girl child are taken care of till class
eight and urged them to spread the awareness in their neighborhoods. She added, that women
should make efforts to make every girl in their acquaintance to become bold and work against
the attitude of depicting women inappropriately. In support of this she narrated how Sita in
Ramayana resisted Ravana.

Ms. U.Vijaya Lakshmi, Coordinator-International relations highlighted the importance of
creating awareness about professional dress code among the girl students. She has
motivated girls to be strong and ready to face any adverse conditions. She said that only about
65% of women are literate as against 82% men as per the census in 2011 which shows that
gender discrimination prevails in our society and hence urged the girls to work to reverse this
by changing mind sets of people around them.

Dr. Kalpana, HoD CSE, highlighted the government regulation to protect girls and women and
said how social actions such as gender detection before birth and child marriages have caused
irreversible damage to the demography of our population. In this context she informed the
gathering that while the government has enacted laws to curb these but the onus of ensuring



that such actions to be stopped lies with women. Women at home and outside should educate,
empower, and emancipate women from such atrocities.

Dr.V.L.Pavani reiterated the need to remove inequalities faced by girls at home and in other
places and advised students to keep their eyes and ears open to identify discriminatory actions
and quell them at the earliest. She noted that while we all gather and talk during such occasions
about what is happening and what should be done, we as women seldom engage ourselves to
stem the growing disparities between the genders.

All the dignitaries felt that the pride of being a women should be kept strong in us to enable us
to run the marathon against the social tide

A few girls students came forward to share their experiences on gender discrimination in their
neighborhood. They pointed that how their family supported and helped them in fulfilling their
dreams.

It was also decided to have women forum on last Thursday every month to discuss about their
experiences and opinions of gender issues.

Most of the villagers being illiterate did not know anything about these schemes. They promised
to enquire about them and implement it, taking the guidance of Mr. Thalekar.

Voter Awareness Forum(VAF) was launched by Election Commission of India
in New Delhi today. Similar VAFs were also launched by the Chief Electoral
Officers in the State capitals and by District Election Officers in the Districts
simultaneously. Voter Awareness Forums are informal Forums for generating
awareness around electoral process through activities like discussions, quizzes,
competitions and other engaging activities. All employees of the Organisation are
expected to become members of the VAF with the Head of the Organisation
acting as the Chair.

Addressing the Nodal Officers from 44 Ministries, Government of India, and
representatives from Confederation of Indian Industry (CIl) and Federation of
Indian Chambers of Commerce & Industry (FICCI) at Pravasi Bhartiya Kendra,
New Delhi today, the Commission exhorted them to immediately set up VAFs
and facilitate enrolment of all employees and officials on the electoral roll.

Chief Election Commissioner Shri Sunil Arora said that the founding fathers of
the Constitution had an instinctive faith in the citizenry of our country and
therefore gifted Universal Adult Franchise to the Indian populace while other
democracies took years before extending this right to all its citizens. “It is
therefore our collective responsibility to value and preserve this right and in this
endeavour Voter Awareness Forums have a crucial role to play” Sh Arora said.
He asked the Nodal Officers to commit themselves to the aims of the VAFs which
Is to promote informed and ethical electoral participation, beginning from the first
step ie voter registration.



Election Commissioner Shri. Ashok Lavasa said thousands of unnamed and
faceless Government officials undertake the task of preserving the electoral
process, in different capacities and roles. Hailing the Officers as “Ambassadors
of Democracy”, Shri Lavasa said that as Nodal Officers, now they are invested
with the additional responsibility of educating colleagues and staff in their work
place and ensuring that all the members of their Ministry and Departments are
familiar with the electoral procedure right from enrolment to the casting of the
vote.

Earlier, speaking on the occasion, Senior Deputy Election Commissioner, briefed
all present about the ‘Voter Verification and Information’ drive that the
Commission is taking up and asked VAF to facilitate members to check their
names and details on Electoral Roll through online NVSP portal of ECI and the
Voter Helpline No 1950.

The half-day briefing was conducted to familarise the Officers from various
Ministries and Federations with the concept of VVoter Awareness Forum and to
brief them about their role as Nodal Officers of the VAFs. Similar briefing
sessions are being held across the country by the Chief Electoral Officers and
District Election Officers across the country where nodal officers of Departments,
Non-Govt Departments, CSOs, Corporate and Media Houses in the State and
District were briefed respectively.

VAF is part of the Electoral Literacy Club programme of ECI. Launched on the
8™ National Voters Day, 25" January 2018, the ELC programme envisages
setting up of Electoral Literacy Club in every educational institution and Chunav
Pathshala at every booth to cover those outside the formal education
system. Around 2.11 Lakh ELCs have already been established across the
country in the first year of the launch of the programme.

Anti Drug Awareness Camp
On 21st December 2022

Objective: To motivate students about anti drug and prevention of drug addiction.

NSS Cell-MITS and in association with AP police,Mudivedu
took initiation in organizing “Anti Drug Awareness Camp” .December21st 2022 50
student VVolunteers and faculty members were participated.

The National Youth Anti-Drug Media Campaign is a current domestic
government propaganda campaign in the United States conducted by the Office of
National Drug Control Policy (ONDCP) within the Executive Office of the President
of the United States with the goal to "influence the attitudes of the public and the
news media with respect to drug abuse™ and of "reducing and preventing drug abuse
among young people in the United States".

The Media Campaign cooperates with the Partnership for a Drug-Free America and
other government and non-government organizations.

In August 2001, the office told a Congressional committee that its National Youth
Anti-Drug Media Campaign "has been the most visible symbol of the federal
government's commitment to drug prevention,” and that the office was "investing $7
million a year in performance measurement to determine the effectiveness” of the
campaign. The statement said "We believe there is a strong body of evidence that

indicates the campaign is working, as planned, to change drug attitudes, intentions
and use."

In 2002, according to a multi-year study by the research firm hired by the office,
teenagers exposed to federal anti-drug ads were no less likely to use drugs for having
viewed them, and some young girls said they were even more likely to give drugs a
try. Walters blamed poor ads that weren't resonating with teenagers. Walters
promised in Senate testimony in 2002 that he would show results within a year or
admit failure, and Congress agreed to extend the campaign through 2003 while
cutting funding for the ads from $170 million in 2002 to $150 million in 2003. An
entirely new advertising campaign was created.

In February 2005, a research company hired by the office and the National Institute
on Drug Abuse reported that the government's ad campaign aimed at dissuading
teens from using marijuana, a campaign that cost $1.4 billion between 1998 and
2006, did not work: "greater exposure to the campaign was associated with weaker
anti-drug norms and increases in the perceptions that others use marijuana.” The
research company was paid $42.7 million for the five-year study. After the February
2005 report was received, the office continued the ad campaign, spending $220
million on the anti-marijuana ads in fiscal years 2005 and 2006.

NSS Cell-MITS and in association with AP police, Mudivedu took initiation in
organizing “International Day Against Drug Abuse and Implicit Trafficking” on
june26® 2023. 230 plus student Volunteers and faculty members were
participated.

The International Day Against Drug Abuse and Implicit
Trafficking Campaign is a current domestic government propaganda campaign
in the United States conducted by the Office of National Drug Control Policy
(ONDCP) within the Executive Office of the President of the United States with
the goal to "influence the attitudes of the public and the news media with respect
to drug abuse" and of "reducing and preventing drug abuse among young people
in the United States".

The Media Campaign cooperates with the Partnership for a Drug-Free America
and other government and non-government organizations.

In August 2001, the office told a Congressional committee that its National Youth
Anti-Drug Media Campaign "has been the most visible symbol of the federal
government's commitment to drug prevention," and that the office was "investing
$7 million a year in performance measurement to determine the effectiveness"
the campaign. The statement said "We believe there is a strong body of evidence
that indicates the campaign is working, as planned, to change drug attitudes,
intentions and use."

In 2002, according to a multi-year study by the research firm hired by the office,
teenagers exposed to federal anti-drug ads were no less likely to use drugs for

having viewed them, and some young girls said they were even more likely to
give drugs a try. Walters blamed poor ads that weren't resonating with teenagers.
Walters promised in Senate testimony in 2002 that he would show results within
a year or admit failure, and Congress agreed to extend the campaign through 2003
while cutting funding for the ads from $170 million in 2002 to $150 million in
2003. An entirely new advertising campaign was created.

In February 2005, a research company hired by the office and the National
Institute on Drug Abuse reported that the government's ad campaign aimed at
dissuading teens from using marijuana, a campaign that cost $1.4 billion between
1998 and 2006, did not work: "greater exposure to the campaign was associated
with weaker anti-drug norms and increases in the perceptions that others use
marijuana.” The research company was paid $42.7 million for the five-year study.
After the February 2005 report was received, the office continued the ad
campaign, spending $220 million on the anti-marijuana ads in fiscal years 2005
and 2006.

Mr. V. Naveen, AP/CST/MITS, introduced the resource person for the day's sessions, Dr. Varun G Menon. He provided a brief
background of the resource person, highlighting their expertise in research paper writing and academic publishing.
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Session 1 - Research Paper Writing:
This session focused on the fundamentals of research paper writing. The contents covered in this session include:

. Understanding the purpose and importance of research papers in academia.

. Exploring the structure and components of a research paper, including the abstract, introduction, methodology, results,
discussion, and conclusion.

. Discussing strategies for selecting a research topic and formulating research questions or objectives.

. Addressing the ethical considerations and best practices in research paper writing.

. Providing guidance on conducting literature reviews, data analysis, and presenting research findings effectively.

. Highlighting the importance of proper referencing and citation styles in research papers.

Session 2 - Research Paper Writing (Continued):
The second session of the day continued the focus on research paper writing. The contents covered in this session include:

. Discussing strategies for organizing and presenting research data, tables, figures, and illustrations.

. Exploring techniques for writing clear, concise, and coherent research paper sections.

By the end of Day 4, participants would have gained valuable insights into the process of research paper writing. They would have
developed a strong foundation in structuring and presenting their research findings effectively, which would enhance their ability to
contribute to scholarly publications and disseminate their research in the academic community.

DAY 5 - RESEARCH PROPOSAL WRITING:

The fifth day of the FDP, held on 26th May 2023, focused on research proposal writing. The sessions were conducted by Dr. Mainak
Adhikari, Assistant Professor, Department of Computer Science, IlIT Lucknow. The following contents have been covered in the
sessions:

Introduction to Resource Person:

Dr. S. Shanthi, SAP/CST/MITS, introduced the resource person for the day's sessions, Dr. Mainak Adhikari. She provided a brief
background of the resource person, highlighting their expertise in research proposal writing and research project management.

Session 1 - Research Proposal Writing:

This session focused on the essentials of research proposal writing. The contents covered in this session include:

. Understanding the purpose and importance of research proposals in securing funding and initiating research projects.
. Discussing the components and structure of a research proposal, including the introduction, literature review, research

objectives, methodology, timeline, and expected outcomes.
. Exploring different types of research proposals, such as academic proposals, grant proposals, and industry proposals.



. Addressing the key elements of a persuasive and well-structured research proposal.
. Providing guidance on formulating research questions, hypotheses, and research methodologies.
. Highlighting the significance of budget planning and resource allocation in research proposals.

Session 2 - Research Proposal Writing (Continued):

The second session of the day continued the focus on research proposal writing. The contents covered in this session include:

. Discussing strategies for conducting a comprehensive literature review and identifying research gaps.

. Addressing ethical considerations and research ethics statements in research proposals.

o Highlighting the importance of aligning research proposals with funding agency guidelines and evaluation criteria.
. Providing insights into successful proposal submission and evaluation processes.

DAY 6 - ADVANCED TOPICS IN RESEARCH PROPOSAL WRITING:

The sixth and final day of the FDP, held on 27th May 2023, focused on advanced topics in research proposal writing. The sessions were
again conducted by Dr. Mainak Adhikari, Assistant Professor, Department of Computer Science, IlIT Lucknow. The following contents
have been covered in the sessions:

Session 1 - Advanced Research Proposal Writing Techniques:

This session delved deeper into advanced techniques and strategies for writing research proposals. The contents covered in this session
include:

. Exploring advanced methods for conducting literature reviews, including systematic reviews and meta-analyses.
. Discussing techniques for formulating research hypotheses and developing a strong conceptual framework.

. Addressing the inclusion of theoretical frameworks, models, or methodologies in research proposals.

. Exploring innovative and interdisciplinary approaches to research proposal writing.

. Providing guidance on incorporating stakeholder engagement and societal impact considerations.

. Highlighting the importance of addressing potential limitations and risks in research proposals.

Session 2 - Funding Opportunities and Grant Proposal Writing:

The second session of the day focused on funding opportunities and grant proposal writing. The contents covered in this session
include:

. Introducing participants to different funding agencies, both national and international, that support research in their respective
fields.

. Discussing the criteria, eligibility, and evaluation process for different funding programs.

. Exploring the components and structure of a grant proposal, including the significance of the research, expected outcomes,
budget, and impact assessment.

. Addressing the role of collaboration, partnerships, and project management in grant proposal writing.

. Providing insights into successful grant proposal submission and post-award management.

. Offering tips for developing a compelling narrative and effectively justifying the need for funding.

Feedback Session:

Following the research proposal writing sessions, a feedback session was conducted to allow participants to share their proposals and
receive constructive feedback from the resource person and fellow participants. This session provided an opportunity for collaborative
learning, idea exchange, and improvement of research proposals.

Valedictory and Vote of Thanks:

The FDP concluded with a valedictory session, where Mr. V. Naveen, AP/CST/MITS, delivered the vote of thanks. This session
acknowledged the efforts of the resource person, participants, and organizers in making the FDP a success.

By the end of Day 6, participants would have gained valuable insights into the process of research proposal writing. They would have
learned how to develop a strong research proposal, align it with funding agency requirements, and effectively communicate their
research objectives and methodologies.
