as financial, personal and
mental. He said that ev-
eryone should understand
that the lives of your par-
ents, who have placed a
lot of hope on you, will be
thrown into darkness. A
study done by Americans
has previously revealed
that if someone commits
suicide, it affects about
135 people, he said. Later
Dr Sujay said that ac-
cording to the study of
the researchers, those
who feel that living is a
waste, who repeatedly
talk about suicide and try
to harm themselves,
have suicidal thoughts. If

there are symptoms such
as expressing dissatisfac-
tion in everything they do,
suffering from insomnia
and repeatedly mention-
ing that they are not get-
ting what they want in
life, then these people
should realize that they
are having suicidal
thoughts. He said that
their fellow students who
have realized this should
first tell their parents
about the student or take
it to their teachers. Inter-
national Relations Senior
Manager Vijayalakshmi,
MSR Club Coordinator
Shaheed Ahmed, faculty
and students participated
in the programme.
